synchrenization, two big words in-

dicating latest developments in the
broadcasting ficld, will soon be
battling for supremacvy. of the air
with chances of final vietory in

. This seems to be the feeling
among radio engineers and ob-
servers here, who see the Federa!
Radio Commission struggling with
the problem whether to gran: more
power to existing high-powered
stations and so incur the enmitv
of the low-powered iocal stations,
or to hold things up until the
forthcoming Intermationa! Radio
Conference will permit a reailoca-
tionof wave jengths.

Until the reallocation is made,
not only for America but for the
whole world, erection of socalled
booster stations to be synchronized
with central broadcasting stations
in large cities will be almost im-
possible, because of their interfer-
ence with jocal broadcasters.

Local Stations Object

However, the raising of power
at present being considered for
some of the more outstanding sta-
tions of the country is even more
severely objected to by various
local, low-powered broadcasters.

BRITISH TARIFF
TALK DISTURBING
FRENCH DEALERS

Paris, Oct. 17—(AP)—The possi-
bility, .that England, Prance's best
cusiomer, may impose a general
tarif and ban luxury articles is
worrving the French business world,
already hard hit by the general
economic crisis. E

France exports annually to Eng-
land goods worth $270,000.000, and
nearly half of them are luxury ar-
ticles, such as dress goods, silks,
woolens and automobiles.

There is much bitter feeling, giv-
ing rise to talk of reprisais. Eng-
land exportis $200,000.000 to France
annually, and it is suggested that
this country can find other markets
in which to buy her wool, machin-
ery, rubber and ocoal. _

Wavelengths Conflict

As wavelengths- are allocated
now, putting up booster stations
of low power on the same wave-
length of a central high-powered
station, to be zynchronized with
it, wouwld also make things un-
pleasant for low-power Incal sta-

_tions close to the wavelength of
the synchronized chain and in the
same localities.

But it is hoped that the rezuilts
of the international conferences
will permit g reallocation of wave-
lengths that will make it possible
to et up several synchronized
syvetemsg or chains without inter-
ference to local stations.

In that event, high power will
be almost unnecessary and one of
the worst handicaps to Jocal
broadcasters will thus be elim-
inated.

Prospects for this development,
however, are still far away.
